Board Member on Duty

 Each Board Member will commit to 3 weeknights and 1 Saturday of the available days during the season where they are responsible for all happenings at the field.   This is only for nights there are games on the fields. Saturdays will have 2 BMODs. The BMOD is responsible for any instances, injuries, conflicts, etc. At the end of the night, the BMOD(s), make sure that everything is put away, locked up.  The Snack Shack committee will be responsible for opening the snack shack daily, if unable to, they will make other arrangements as needed.  The BMOD needs to count the money at the end of the night with one other adult.  The money and that day’s accounting form will be dropped off at the Concession Manager’s house.  NO MONEY IS TO BE LEFT OVERNIGHT IN THE CONCESSIONS.  The Board Member on Duty has the authority to move the game scheduled on a secondary field to the main field if it’s open. All Board members should be present at Opening Day, Closing Day, T-ball Invitational, Minor Invitational, May Day, and any other large events. If the BMOD is unable to cover one of their duties due to work, coaching, umpiring, etc, they need to TRADE with another Board Member for coverage.
Team Volunteers and Background Checks
All persons volunteering at Taborvilla Little League must fill out the Little League Volunteer Form and undergo a background check. 
Only recognized managers and coaches listed on Taborvilla rosters will be allowed to assist in coaching teams. If anyone is not on the list established by the President as being recognized volunteers they are NOT covered by the league’s insurance.  
Registration Fees, Fundraising, and Scholarships

Registration Fees must be paid by Opening Day and/or payment arrangements made by this date with the Taborvilla Little League President, Treasurer and Player Agent. No refunds will be made after the issuing of uniforms.

Scholarships are by application only and must be fully filled out and presented to the President for review and approval by Opening Day. Scholarships are not exempt from fundraising. 
Interleague Rules

During all Interleague games, Oregon District 2 Interleague Rules will be used instead of the rules in these Bylaws. The Umpire in Chief and the appropriate managers shall attend the interleague meeting.
NO Player Left Behind

It is the responsibility of the manager or coach to make sure all players have been picked up at each game or practice by the appropriate people before leaving themselves. No exceptions.

Time Limits
All divisions playing at Harrison Park shall not start a new inning after 8:00 PM per our Good Neighbor Agreement.
Safety and Manager/Coaches Clinics

All Managers and Coaches MUST attend a safety clinic each year. All Managers, Coaches, Umpires, and Board Members MUST complete the required Concussion Awareness course online and present a copy of their certificate to the President.  All Managers and Coaches MUST attend a Coaches Clinic every year as a part of the ASAP plan requirements. 

Safety Issues
First aid kits will be on the field at all practices and games.  Medical releases, player code of conducts, and blank accident report forms will be kept in the first aid kits.  All batting and catcher’s helmets shall be sprayed with lice spray after every practice and game.  Every male player must wear a cup at all practices and games.
Field Environment

The managers and coaches of all teams are responsible for the field preparations, maintenance and clean up before and after each game.  Fields are to be raked before and after games. Litter is to be picked up and garbage cans are to be emptied into the dumpster at the end of each day. Home team will prep the field, set out garbage cans with liners, unlock the porta potties and place break away bases in place. Visiting team (if a league team) will rake the field, empty and put away all garbage cans, remove breakaway bases and put the regular bases back on the field, lock the dugouts/chalk bin/porta potties, and container. 
Scorebooks and Scorekeeping

Each manger of a team, except for T-ball, is required to keep a scorebook. The scorebook shall keep track of each game the team plays. Each player’s name shall be written out in full and the following information shall be recorded for each player (even absent players):
a.
Number of at bats.
b.
The inning number and number of innings played in the field.
c.
Number of innings pitched (softball) and number of pitches thrown (baseball).
The scorebook shall be kept until every All Star Team has concluded tournament play. It shall be presented to the President, Player Agent, Coaching Coordinator, Head Scorekeeper, or Safety Officer upon request.

Scorekeeping will not be done in the dugout or on the playing field. No score is kept in T-Ball. Major and Minor Baseball Division Score keeping is to be done in the scorekeepers booth. Both teams will have scorekeepers in the booth.

Rescheduling

Games called before a regulation game is complete, will resume at the same point were halted. Completion of an unfinished game will be done before the next scheduled game between the same two teams. All rescheduling of games will be done through the league’s Scheduler and President (all teams).
Equipment/Uniform Responsibility

All Managers and Coaches, not just the home team, are responsible for proper storage of all equipment. Equipment will be issued to the Manager of each team. Uniforms are checked out to the player (both Regular and All-Star season) and will be the responsibility of the Players/ parents to return at the end of the season. Any uniform not returned will be the responsibility of the parent for replacement and will be invoiced for it.
Umpires

Umpires shall be governed by the Umpire-In-Chief.  Managers and Coaches will be expected to umpire games.  Umpires shall receive a sausage dog or hot dog and drink after games they umpire. Minor age umpires are allowed on the field in the following positions, with the Umpire in Chief and President’s approval: Field umpires aged 13 and above, plate umpires age 16 and above.   All minor age umpires are not to be in their league uniforms.
Drafting Teams
Tryouts are required for all players age 9-12 for placement onto a team.   All players must tryout prior to placement on a team. 9/10 and 11/12 age groups will be created at the draft and tried out in separate groups.  
Minor and Major Divisions Baseball and Softball Draft
The Board will approve all Managers and Coaches by their vote. A 2/3 vote of acceptance is required to be approved. Taborvilla President will appoint Board Approved Mangers
Taborvilla will follow Plan B of the Operating Manual for all regular season drafts. 

Farm/Tee Ball Teams.
The President will appoint board approved Managers/Coaches to the Divisions.

The Player Agent shall place these players on teams as evenly as possible.  Siblings will be placed on the same team. Car pool needs will be taken into consideration and requests for teammates to play together.
Tournament Team Drafting Rules – All Divisions

Manager and Coach Selection:

All Managers and Coaches interested in serving on an All Star or Honors Tournament Team Coaching Staff shall submit a letter of interest along with the Taborvilla Little League Manager/Coach Tournament Application to the Player Agent in mid May. The election of the Managers and Coaches is subject to the approval of the Board of Directors. 
Tournament Player Selection:

Prior to post-season play, the Player Agent will distribute to each Junior, Major and Minor team Manager a form describing both All Star and Honors Tournament play, the dates these tournaments are scheduled (when available), and the level of commitment that is required for the teams. This questionnaire will allow each player to indicate, in writing, their understanding of this commitment and availability to participate in any post-season play. Parents must sign the form agreeing to availability through end of tournament they have selected. The Board of Directors will set the amount of players to be placed on each team once all availability forms have been collected. If a player needs to be replaced, the replacement player must be approved by the Player Agent. The Tournament Manager will report the replacement to the President along with the reason for replacement immediately.
Player Balloting:
All players who are eligible for tournament play in their respective Divisions will vote for nine (9) players they want to be on the tournament team. 
The President and Player Agent will meet with the eligible players for the purpose of voting. A list will be given to each player with all the names of the eligible players for their age group for tournament. The player will vote for the 9 players of their choice by marking the names of the 9 players they are voting for and returning their ballot to the President or Player Agent. The players may vote for themselves. The President and the Player Agents will count the players votes. After the players vote, the top nine (9) in each Tournament Team level shall automatically be awarded a spot on the All Star team.
Any 9 or 10 year old playing on a major team for regular season shall be awarded an automatic spot on the 9/10 or 10/11 team based on availability and eligibility.  
Manager/Coach Balloting for Players:
Immediately following the player vote, the President, Player Agent, Managers and Coaches will meet to select the remaining players for the tournaments teams.
The following are the only Members to attend each Division Tournament Player Election: the President, Managers, One (1) Coach per team, and Player Agent, of said Division. 
The Managers and Coaches will be advised of the player’s selections to the teams.  Discussion may occur at this time regarding those players elected to the teams. If there is a majority concern regarding any of the top nine (9) players selected by the players due to behavior or attitude, the player can be removed from the team, with approval by the Player Agent.  The Mangers and Coaches will vote for the remaining players.
Notification of Players:
Once the Tournament Team has been selected the players will NOT be notified until Closing Day, if after June 15th, or 2 weeks prior to the beginning of their respective tournament divisions, whichever is earliest.
Player/Parent Commitment:
Players must attend at least 90% of the scheduled practices prior to the tournament or they will be ineligible for tournament play and must be replaced. The league President, in his or her sole and absolute discretion, may reasonably overrule this requirement if there are special circumstances; provided, however, the President must factor into his/her decision the other team players who have adhered to the required 90% commitment schedule and the commitment made by that player and his/her family in that regard, and further the effect on such players for the allowance of an overrule of this requirement given the league’s purpose as stated in the league’s Constitution, and with special emphasis to avoiding favoritism or the appearance of favoritism of any player for any reason what so ever.  
Replacement of Players:
If a player needs to be replaced, the Manager will select the replacement player from the list of eligible players. The Manager must get the approval of the President and Player Agent before making or announcing a replacement.
Tournament and Honors Miscellaneous
Payment will be required for all tournament clothing at the time the order is placed.

Taborvilla will pay up to $25.00 for all manager and coach tournament shirts.
Taborvilla will reimburse up to $30.00 per tournament team for fence decorations.
Resolving Errors or Discrepancies:
The Board of Directors reserves the right to resolve any error or discrepancy that may be found in these Bylaws. 
Purchases
No purchases of any amount are to be made without prior board approval.  Purchases without approval run the risk of not being reimbursed.
Monthly Board Meetings
Monthly meetings will be held on the 2nd Monday of each month at 1121 NE 77th Ave, Portland, OR 97213 at 6:30 PM.
NOTE: Any rules or situations not covered above will be referred to the Little League Baseball Operating Manual and Taborvilla Little League Board of Directors.
Amendments:
These Bylaws may be amended, repealed or altered in whole or in part by a majority vote of the Board of Directors at any duly organized meeting provided the proposed amendment complies with Little League Baseball, Incorporated and that notice of the proposed change is included in the notice of such meeting.
